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IF matches are rain-affected the Duckworth Lewis
system is used to reset targets. The system is based
on what percentage of its resources (overs and wick-
ets) a team have left.

If at cut-off time there are
still four overs left to be bowled then 24 runs will be added to the batting team's score.
The batting team will then go on and finish their overs. These will appear as penalty
runs on the scorecard. If this takes the batting team over the target required then the
match will finish at that point.
