The ever-reli-
able Surrey wicketkeeper enjoyed a particu-
larly prolific tournament, also hitting two cen-
turies in the earlier round-robin games, and
he will again hope to get the sparks flying for
England.

Pitch Report
Warwickshire's England star Nick Knight, who
averages nearly 40 in one-day internationals,
will hope he gets the chance to maintain his
impressive early season form on his home track. 
And Pakistan will be wary of the threat posed by
the talented left-hander, who smashed 113 off
132 balls in helping his side defeat the tourists
by 107 runs when they met in a one-day inter-
national on the same ground five years ago. 
The Edgbaston strip generally offers plenty for
batsmen and bowlers.
The quickies tend to find conditions more in
their favour than the slower bowlers, but
Saqlain Mushtaq has shown in the past that he
is capable of producing magic on any wicket. 

After victory in The NatWest Series last
year, England begin their bid to retain the
crown with a day/night encounter against
Pakistan at Edgbaston.
However, they face a stiffer challenge than in
2000 with Australia making up the opposition
in what is sure to be a fiercely-fought series.
England will hope for a similar result to
the one they achieved in a day/night con-
test against Zimbabwe in Birmingham last
year, when Nasser Hussain led his side to
a 52-run win with Alec Stewart the hero
after smashing a sparkling century.
But recent evidence suggests the hosts
will find things more difficult against a tal-
ented if inconsistent Pakistan side
England and Pakistan were involved in a
magnificent one-day series in October of last
year, with Pakistan winning the series 2-1. 
The first clash took place at Karachi and
was one of the most absorbing one-day
internationals ever witnessed. 
Inzamam-ul-Haq and Abdur Razzaq led
the hosts to a massive total of 304 for
nine off 50 overs but under the glare of
the floodlights, England swept to a five-
wicket win with Andrew Flintoff the star
after a majestic 84. 
However, England suffered a heavy
defeat in the second clash as Moin
Khan’s men romped to an eight-wicket
win and, after a mustering a feeble total of
158 in the third match at Rawalpindi,
Pakistan clinched the series with a six-
wicket triumph. 
England then crumbled to a 3-0 loss in the
one-day international series against Sri
Lanka in March and despite success in
Test match cricket in recent months, plen-
ty of hard work remains for Duncan
Fletcher and Co on the one-day front. 
As for Pakistan, they just missed out on
victory in the ARY Gold Cup in April but will
be hopeful of landing some silverware
come The NatWest Series Final on June
23.

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IF matches are rain-affected the Duckworth Lewis system
is used to reset targets. The system is based on what per-
centage of its resources (overs and wickets) a team have
left. With 50 overs left and 10 wickets remaining, a team
has 100 per cent of its resources left. The table shows the
percentage of resources at other stages in the innings.
The procedure for working out targets is as follows:
1) For each innings: Use the table to calculate the resource
percentage lost by the interruption and therefore calculate
the resource percentage still available.
2) If team 2 have less resources available than team 1, cal-
culate the ratio of the resources available to both teams.
Team 2's revised target is obtained by scaling down team
1's score by this ratio.
3) If team 2 have more resources available than team 1,
calculate the amount by which team 2's resources exceeds
team 1's. 

Work this out as a percentage of 225 (the average 50-over
score in ECB matches and one-day internationals). This
gives the extra runs to add to team score to give team 2's
target.

A minimum of 25 overs per team shall constitute
a match.
❍ Matches shall be of one day's scheduled dura-
tion with the exception of the final, for which a
reserve day has been allocated in case of weath-
er interruption.
❍ In matches without a reserve day there is pro-
vision for for up to 60 minutes of extra official
playing time in day matches and and up to 30
minutes in floodlit matches to make up for time
lost.
❍ Play is scheduled to start at 10.45am with an
interval of 45 minutes at 2.15pm and close of play
at 6.30pm.
❍ At floodlit matches play is scheduled to start at
2.30pm with an interval of 45 minutes at 6pm and
close of play at 10.15pm.
❍ Two drinks intervals, each one hour and 10
minutes apart, are permitted for each innings.
❍ Where play is delayed or interrupted the
umpires will reduce the length of the interval
between innings. If up to 60 minutes are lost the
interval will be reduced to 30 minutes. If between
60 and 120 minutes are lost the interval will be
reduced to 20 minutes. If more than 120 minutes
are lost the interval will be reduced to 10 minutes.
❍ In games without a reserve day there is provi-
sion for up to 60 minutes of extra playing time for
day matches and 30 minutes for floodlit matches.

This restriction will be
lifted earlier in circumstances where the number
of overs is reduced.
❍ No bowler shall bowl more than 10 overs in an
innings. In a delayed or interrupted match where
the overs are reduced no bowler may bowl more
than one-fifth of the total overs allowed.
❍ A no ball will be called for short-pitched bowl-
ing. The penalty will be one run plus any runs
scored.
❍ Umpires have been instructed to apply a very
strict and consistent interpretation in calling
wides. The penalty will be one run plus any runs
scored.
❍ In line with the ICC Code of Conduct, fines
may be imposed for slow over rates.
❍ Teams will play each other three times in the
group stage and score two points for a win and
one point for a tie or no result. 
❍ If the scores in a match are level the result
shall be a tie and no account shall be taken of the
number of wickets that have fallen.
❍ The top two teams in the group will contest the
final. In the event of teams finishing on equal
points the right to play in the final will be  decided
according to:
The most wins in the group matches;
The team that won the most matches between
the tied sides; 
The team with the higher run rate; 
The team that has taken the higher number of
wickets per balls; 
In the event that teams are still level they will
draw lots.
